Awards & Recognition  

JPC Meeting Format  

A web survey was conducted to obtain the views of the membership regarding the meeting format. 

Fifty-five people responded to the survey. Survey respondents were asked if they attended meetings 

and which meeting format they preferred.  The people who responded that do not attend meetings 

indicated that work, distance to travel, family obligations, being too busy on weeknights and 

unhappiness with the direction of the club were reasons they do not attend the meetings.  

Question Response 
Percent 

Do you attend meetings?   Yes 65.5% 

Do you attend meetings?  No 34.5% 

Option 1: continue with the current format, as a single combined meeting on the 
fourth Tuesday of the month starting at 7:30 p.m. with Board business first and 
Membership business second 

69.1% 

Option 2: have two distinct meetings on the fourth Tuesday of the month beginning 
at 7 p.m. with a Board meeting first, a 15 minute break, and then a Membership 
meeting. 

18.2% 

Option 3: return to two meetings per month and have the Business meeting on the 
second Tuesday of the month and the Membership meeting on the fourth Tuesday 
of the month 

12.7% 

The Board did pass a motion stating that the ñJerseypine Cruiserôs Board and Membership meetings 

will be combined and held on the fourth Tuesday of every month with the combined meeting to 

commence at 7:30 PM and to continue uninterrupted until all Board and Membership business has 

been completed.
